
  This document contains 2 decisions:

- the original decision dated of 29 April 2004

- the second decision from 8 July 2004 after the second advice of the Belgian Biosafety
Council
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The condition 2 of the authorisation can be restricted for each patient to the first injection of Ad-IL2.
Therefore this condition can be interpreted in a less restrictive way and it becomes:

- After the first injection, the patients stays at least 24 hours in an individual room at the hospital until
the level of viral vector in his body fluids has begun to decrease. For the following injections the
length of the hospitalisation should be at least 6 hours in absence of any signs or symptoms of active
concomitant respiratory tract infections.
